
 
Permit Imprint Indicia 
A permit imprint indicia is assigned by the USPS and owned by the company (All Sorts 
Mailing Services, Inc). The permit number is shown in the indicia along with the city, 
state and zip code.  Payment for mail deposited under this permit # will be deducted at 
the time of mailing.  

All Sorts Mailing Services, Inc offers the following permits for customer use at no 
charge and free of additional fees charged by the USPS.  MAIL BEARING THESE 
PERMITS WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED BY THE USPS FROM ALL SORTS MAILING 
SERVICES, INC. 

 

This is our most common Indicia.  This method of mail is often called “bulk” 
and is used for non personalized mailings with delivery expected within 2-10 
days.   (200 piece Minimum) 

 

This Indicia is used for “bulk” Mail by USPS Approved Non-Profit 
organizations.  Expected delivery is also 2-10 days.  (200 piece Minimum) 

 
 
 
 
This Indicia is used for “bulk” mail when the piece weighs over a Pound.  
Delivery will take 4-12 days.  (300 piece Minimum) 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Use this Indicia in lieu of a First Class stamp.  It receives the same service 
as stamped mail but each piece will not be postmarked by the USPS.  
Delivery is not guaranteed but usually occurs within 1-3 days. (200 piece 
Minimum) 
 
 

 
Use this Indicia for discounted First Class Mail.  This mail is discounted 
because of our efforts to sort the mail into a manner that makes it easier 
for the USPS to deliver.  Can be used to mail personal information such 
as bills and statements. Delivery will be 1-3 days. (500 piece Minimum) 
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
